What are dues? 
The payment of dues is a mandatory membership fee for every KIWIN'S member 

paid annually.  

Why do we need dues? 
KIWIN'S is a wonderful organization that includes Clubs in California, Nevada, 

and Hawaii. The sole method of financing th is amazing organization is through 

the payment of dues. Without dues, this organization would not exist.  

Where do dues go? 
Dues are used for numerous things, such as serving Members, 

Clubs, Divisions, and District. The money is used for District 

Officers'  postage, printing, telephone calls, publications, 

training and other membership functions. Part of the dues goes 

to Key Club International. Intern ational dues help pay for the 

YOF (Youth Opportunities Fund) which you r club can apply 

for and get up to $2,0 00 for a service project. None of the 

dues go to Kiwanis members or clubs. However, they  do 

provide thousands of dollars to support KIWIN'S.  

 

What do I get from dues? 
As a paid member of KlWIN'S, you get the District Publicati on, KIWIN'S Fall Rally, 

KIWIN'S District Convention, and various membership and personal 

encouragement literature and the opportunity to be involved with the most 

exciting organization in these three states.  You also will receive a booklet, a 

membership card from Key Club International , and a Key Club pin.  

Why do I pay to do service? 
It is our responsibility as KIWIN'S to all pitch in and do our part for the betterment 

of our schools and communities KIWIN'S only source of income is through dues. 

You will not be an official member unl ess you pay your dues.

What happens when a club doesn't pay dues? 
If for some reason, a Club fails to pay dues by the 

December 1 deadline, that Club will be 

considered delinquent and consequently "not in 

good standing" with the Dist rict. Many privileges, 

including attending District Convention, will be 

denied to a delinquent club. If dues are still 

unpaid by the end of the school year, the club 

will be considered suspended. A Club may carry 

its suspended status for one year. If it ha s still not paid dues, its charter will be 

revoked and it will no longer be acknowledged as a KIWIN'S club.  

What can I do to get my club to pay dues? 
Dues payment can prove to be a source of irritation and must therefore be 

treated delicately. Be persist ent. Not pushy, with clubs that have not paid their 

dues. It is also advisable to allow new clubs and member to explore exactly 

what KIWIN'S is before forcing the issue of dues on them. First let them 

participate in projects and activities and give them a better feel for what 

KIWIN'S is all about. Also, include incentives like free t -shirts, candy, etc.  to  

encourage dues to be paid on time.  

 

 

When are dues to be collected and how much are they? 
Dues collection begins on October 1 and wi ll continue until  

December 1. Each member is required to pay $13.00 in dues. 

$6.50 pays for Key Club International dues. $6.50 pays for District 

dues.  

Are there a minimum number of memberships for a club? 
All KIWIN'S clubs should have District dues paid for at least 15 mem bers. If there 

are more than 15, the club should pay for all of them. You are only legitimate 

KIWIN'S member if you have paid dues.

International Major Emphasis 
 

At Key Club Internationalõs first 

convention in 1946, the organization was 

challenged to build a program to bring 

toge ther all Key Clubs and members to 

focus energy on making an international 

impact. To fulfill the Major Emphasis 

Project (MEP), Key Club International 

serves children in many ways. By working 

with Key Club Internationalõs, KIWINõS 

serve children by aiding o ther 

organizations committed to serving 

children. Participation in the program 

can be fulfilled when serving children by 

any means. This program not only 

creates endless possibilities to 

strengthen the common goal of service, 

but also allows each Key Club member 

to develop into a well -rounded 

individual, community leader and 

lifelong advocate for childrenõs needs. 

 

Minor Emphasis 
 

Established in 1992, Pediatric Trauma Program, 

our Minor Emphasis, is the main focus of KIWINõS 

in conjunction with Cal -Nev -Ha Kiwanis. Pediatric 

trauma affects children from infancy to age 

nineteen. It is a result of motor vehicle accidents, 

physical abuse, drowning, accidents, falls, and 

animal bites, making it the leading cause of 

death of children in the 

United States. Eve ry year, it results in sixteen million 

emergency visits and twenty thousand deaths. To 

prevent these accidents and injuries from happening, 

KIWINõS has focused on fighting pediatric trauma by 

raising funds and increasing general awareness through 

education .
