Enclosed in New Club Building Kit (Step 1) are the basic materials to help you decide if you would like to 
sponsor a Key Club.  The tri-fold brochures give basic information about club membership, structure, 
objectives, and suggested service projects.  The Key Club in Your Community booklet goes into more detail 
about the history, purpose, sponsorship requirements, how to join, and frequently asked questions. 
 
The first step to chartering a Key Club is to get the commitment of your local Kiwanis club.   Next you need to 
secure the approval of the school administration.   
 
After you have the buy-in from your Kiwanis club and the school, you are ready to order the Charter Kit (Step 
#2) which contains the information for recruiting the students and organizing the club.  You can use the 
enclosed order form, call our member service center at 1-800-KIWANIS, ext .
